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Dear Members and Friends of All Saints, 

 

     This past November, when Bishop Conner was here, we presented the largest 

group of new members that anyone can remember being presented at one time at All 

Saints: sixteen adults by transfer of letter and one adult received from the Roman 

Catholic Church!  What a great day it was in the life of All Saints Parish. 

     Now, as we enter a new year we ask, "How can we continue this growth?" And 

for an answer let us turn to Scripture. Our Lord related a parable about growth, and I 

believe it applies not only to personal growth, but to parish growth as well. It is the 

parable of the seeds. 

     In this parable of the seeds, growth is determined by one thing. Growth, the kind of growth that counts, 

does not come from impressive buildings or from extravagant budgets. The kind of growth that counts 

comes from the Word of God. Are we surprised? Growth comes from the Word of God, rightly used. But 

to be rightly used, the Word of God ï the Bible ï must be read, consistently, with understanding. Accord-

ing to our Lordôs parable, there are those who just glance at the Bible, maybe from time to time, and Satan 

snatches the Word out of their mouths, before it can do any good. Then there are those who read the Bible 

and get excited about it, but they have no depth. Their reading is not rooted in prayer and meditation and 

understanding. Then, when adversity comes along, the excitement dies down and their faith dries up. And 

for many of us church people, I suppose, there is a third problem. The cares and activities and amusements 

of the world come along and choke out the growth before it bears fruit.  But for 

those who persevere, who consistently "read, mark, learn and  inwardly digest" 

the Word, there is growth and development. Both for  individuals and for par-

ishes. Growth comes from Godôs Word, rightly used, because the Word of God 

written reveals the living Word of God, Jesus Christ our Lord. 

     Scripture tells us of an astonishing time in the early history of the Church, 

when St. Peter preached on the Day of Pentecost. And what did he preach 

about? He didnôt tell them of the big church they were going to build. He didnôt 

tell them what prestige they would gain by joining. He couldnôt even assure 

them that they would not be persecuted and even put to death. St. Peter 

preached about Jesus Christ and His Crucifixion and Resurrection. And about 

three thousand people responded to the Word of God. And it didnôt stop there.    

     "And the Lord added to the church daily such as should be saved."  

      (Acts 2:14ï47) 

     As we enter into this new year together, I am grateful for all those in this 

parish, from the Church School on up, who seriously study the Word of God, in 

classes and individually. Our Lord has assured us that this is where growth 

comes ï the kind of growth that counts.
