Je The first evidence that John Stott cites is that the body was gone. The grave was empty. That is the. undls—
- puted fact. Why the grave was empty can be discussed, but no one denied that the grave was empty. The guards
were bribed to testify that the disciples had stolen the body. But is it reasonable to think that these d|SC|pLes who
were hiding behind locked doors for fear of the Jews, would have risked and given their lives for a hoax? ‘T;

N The second part of the evidence has to do with the grave clothes. When Lazarus had been raised a Few days
“* earlier, he had come out of the tomb wearing the grave clothes in which he was wrapped. Here the grave tlothes
~ were lying in the tomb. John Stott and William Temple and Griffith Thomas are all of the same opinion that the

=7 resurrected body of Jesus passed through the clothes, leaving them undisturbed and in the same shape they had

again. Singly and in groups, and at one time to more than five hundred at once. He appeared at different times

and different places, over a period of forty days. The disciples were slow to believe. They had to be convmced

“* when it was time to choose a replacement for Judas Iscariot, there were two criteria for those to be considered: tha
