 FROM THE DESK OF

Dear Members and Friends of All Saints Parish, 

 

        As I said before, this parish certainly does know how to keep a secret!   

After the Installation Service for Rev. Tom Brooks, on Sunday, January 31st,   

when we went to  the parish hall for dinner, I had no idea of what was in store.   

Alex Webster invited me to sit at the head table, by the bishop and Fr. Tom,  but I still had no idea of what 

was coming.  I was taken by surprise.  It was really overwhelming. 

        I am grateful for all the thought and care and love you put into the occasion.  Starting with the hymn 

and the program put on by the young people, everything went so well.  I am grateful for their part, and for 

the statements that were made and for so many cards and gifts.  I treasure the notebook with the personal 

letters, the check from the parish, the book and record from the Auxiliary, the blanket from the Prayer 

Shawl Ministry, the honorary appointment as member of the Sheriffôs Office , the pine cones, and the 

poem ï the poem which reminds us that at the 10:30 services we do have a hymn before the sermon!  I 

think of all the planning that went into this event, and I am deeply grateful for the outpouring of your love.  

I will treasure all this for the rest of my life.   

        These 17 years at All Saints have been the culmination of my ministry.  As was said at our Lordôs 

first miracle in Cana of Galilee, when He changed the water into wine, the best has been saved for the last.  

The Lord has been very patient with me, and very gracious.  And so much of that graciousness from Him 

has been mediated to me through this parish.  We know that the Church is the 

body of Christ, but sometimes it is surprising how Christ works through His 

body. 

        At this time in the life of All Saints Parish, as we look back over the years, 

it is important that we recognize that every blessing comes from God.  All the 

good things that have happened  ï and there have been many ï have come from 

Him.  It is in that sense that I understand our Lordôs words when He says: ñSo 

likewise ye, when ye shall have done all those things which are commanded 

you, say, We are unprofitable servants: we have done that which was our duty 

to do.ò  (St. Lk. 17:10) (This is the same passage of Scripture, by the way, that 

John Wesley asked to have put on his tombstone.)  As we look back over these 

years together, let us remember to give credit where credit is due: to our Lord.  

And as we look forward to the challenges of the future, under the leadership of 

the Rev. Tom Brooks, let us remember that our help comes in the future from 

the same Lord who has blessed us in the past.   

        I am deeply grateful for the outpouring of your love at this time of transi-

tion, and I look forward to continuing to worship and work with you in the fu-

ture.

Dearly beloved in Christ: 

 

 This is my final message as associate Rector.  Fr. Hall and I ñswappedò  

places the 31st of January and next month I plan to write as Rector, but this  

month I am concluding the Associate Rectorôs post. 

 It has been a busy time for Fr. Hall and me.  We completed the last days of Christmas Season and 

I left for my motherôs 90th birthday celebration and a few days of renewing old ties.  Fr. Hall kept things 

going with the Epiphany Celebrations and the Thursday Celebration of Holy Communion and the mid-

week bible study.  I came back and just about got my feet on the ground and we had the sadness of 

Dottie Dillonôs passing. 

 On the 31st of January, as many of you know, Bishop George Conner was here and I was offi-

cially installed as Rector.  There was an excellent meal in the parish hall after and then a surprise for Fr. 

Hall; a tribute he very richly deserved.  Over the next few weeks I will be settling into the new job.  But, 

ñThank-the-Good-Lord-Aboveò, I will not be alone because Fr. Hall is still standing beside me in this. I 

can assure you that being able to turn to him for advice is a great comfort for me. 

 I also want to assure you that I have absolutely no plans to ñrearrange the furniture.ò  I have a few 

ideas about outreach and activities that may help grow the church, but there are not going to be any  

radical changes so you may breathe a sigh of relief and keep coming to All Saintséand speaking of  

coming to All Saints, bring as many friends as you can. 

 As you know we have had a year of growth, 18 new names on the membership roster and a cou-

ple more in the works.  Much of that growth is due to the work Fr. Hall has been doing even before I ar-

rived in late March 2009.  Fr. Hall and I plan to continue with projects that will increase All Saints use of 

the pews, if you will. You know the old saying:  ñFrom the tiny óacornô the mighty óoakô doth grow.ò   

Well, we have the example of the mighty oak right out front and each one of us is a tiny acorn of sorts.  

So, I will be calling on everyone to help us continue in our efforts to grow All Saints into a Mighty Oak 

of a Church.  Together we can do it.  Look how far we came in the last ten months!  With Fr. Hall in the 

Vanguard we did it together.  Jesus said just before He ascended:  ñéAll power is given unto me in 

heaven and in earth. Go ye therefore, and teach all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father, 

and of the Son, and of the Holy Ghost: Teaching them to observe all things whatsoever I have com-

manded you: and, lo, I am with you alway, even unto the end of the world. Amen.ò (St. Matthew 28:18-

20) 

 So what will we do in the future?  All the Disciples of Jesus Christ are bound by this last  

commandment.  We must work to the gain of His people.  Many find the way dark in our time but we 

have a light and must show that light.  I am convinced that together we can achieve the goal set for us by 

Jesus.
