William Wilberforce, Speech before the House of Commons, 18 April 1791

Wil berforceds commitment to th
frustration and hostility. Finally on March 951807, the Slave Trade Act received the Royal Assent.
carrying of men in British ships to be sold as slaves was stopped forever!

May 30", 1797 William married Barbara Ann Spooner after an eigtyt whirlwind romance!
They were devoted to each other and Barbara was very attentive and supportive to Wilberforce in
increasing ill health, though she showed little interest in his political activities. They had six childre
William was an adoring father who reveled in his time at home and at play with his children.

Wilberforce was deeply conservative when it came to challenges to the existing political anc
order. He advocated change in society through Christianity and improvement in morals, education
religion, fearing and opposing radical causes and revolution. He was accused of hypocrisy when
campaigning for better working conditions for slaves while British workers lived in terrible condition
home. In the early 1800s Wilberforce advocated legislation to improve the working conditions for
chimneysweeps and textile workers, and also engaged in prison reform. He recognized the impor
education in alleviating poverty, and provided financial and moral support to Sunday schools estabjs
for the poor. Wilberforce founded the worl d¢
Prevention of Cruelty to Ani mal s. He was al
a Christian societyo and was appalled when i
occurred on a Sunday!

Wilberforce was generous with his time and money. Yearly, he gave away thousands of pol
much of it to clergymen to distribute in their parishes. He was a supporter of the evangelical wing
Church of England, and believed that the revitalization of the church and individual Christian obser
would lead to a harmonious, moral society. He fostered and supported missionary activity in Britair
abroad. He was exceptionally hospitable, and could not bear to sack any of his servants. As a res
home was full of old and incompetent servants kept on in charity.

Wilberforce died July 29, 1833 and one month later the House of Lords passed the Slavery
Abolition Act, which abolished slavery in most of the British Empire.

Various churches within the Anglican Communion commemorate Wilberforce in their liturgig
calendars, and Wilberforce University in Ohio, founded in 1856, is named after him. The university
the first college owned by AfricaAmerican people, and is an historically black college.

A great man who has long been viewed as a Christian hero, a statsntameld up as a role
model for putting his faith into action.
