Bishop Pressey will celebrate as part of his visit with us.  We are hoping you will be 

able to attend this important service, so please save the date.

Dear Members and Friends of All Saints, 

                                          The 39 Articles of Religion Today 

 (A Summary of the Talk Presented to Convocation on Saturday, 11 September . 2010) 

         

     The Declaration of Jerusalem in 2008 reaffirmed the authority of Scripture, the 39  

Articles of Religion, the 1662 Book of Common Prayer, and the classic Anglican ordinal.  These are all  

essential parts of our Anglican heritage.  I am concerned that in some parts of the Continuing Church today, 

the 39 Articles are ignored.  I am particularly concerned about Article XXXI, ñOf the one Oblation of Christ 

finished upon the Crossò.  The Article consists of two sentences, one positive, one negative.  The positive 

sentence reads: The Offering of Christ once made is that perfect redemption, propitiation, and satisfac-

tion, for all the sins of the whole world, both original and actual; and there is none other satisfaction 

for sin, but that alone.ò   The negative sentence then continues: ñWherefore the sacrifices of Masses, in 

the which it was commonly said, that the Priest did offer Christ for the quick and the dead, to have re-

mission of pain or guilt, were blasphemous fables, and dangerous deceits.ò 

       John Henry Newman, an Anglican clergyman in the early 1800s, tried to accommodate the ñsacrifice of 

the Massò with the 39 Articles, but could not do so.  He admitted he could not and left the Church of Eng-

land, with some of his followers.  Others chose a different course.  They stayed in the Church of England and 

ignored the 39 Articles!  One of these ignoring the articles was Bishop Wilson, who claimed in 1941 that the 

39 Articles have no relevance today!  The attempt on the part of some to ignore the 39 Articles has led to 

great confusion and disunity in Anglicanism ever since. 

        And this state of confusion and disunity shows up particularly in regard to Article XXXI, the one Obla-

tion of Christ on the Cross.  This article is based solidly on Scripture.  It is proclaimed three times in Hebrews 

and is affirmed by both St. Peter and St. Paul.  Hebrews states of Christ:  ñ...but by his own blood he en-

tered in once into the holy place, having obtained eternal redemption for us.ò  (Heb. 9:12) The doctrine 

of the one Oblation is central to the New Testament; it was the faith of the early Church; it is at the heart of 

the English Reformation, and it is at the heart of every Prayer of Consecration in every Prayer Book from the 

first one, in 1549, to the second in 1552, to the Prayer Book of Queen Elizabeth in 1559, right down to our 

Prayer Book of 1928!  Christôs one offering of Himself on Calvary is at the heart of our salvation, and noth-

ing can be allowed to obscure this offering. 

        After more than four hundred years, the Prayer Book of 1979 made it possible to ignore completely 

Christôs one oblation ï to cut out the heart of the Prayer of Consecration.  And it was only accepted  by the 

Episcopal Church after the Church had forgotten all about the 39 Articles of Religion. 

        It is very encouraging today to see the renewed interest in and commitment to the 39 Articles, in the  

Anglican Episcopal Church and in other parts of the Continuing Church, as well as in the Third World  

Countries, where the growth of the Anglican Church is greatest.   

                                       The 39 Articles of Religion are all based squarely on Scripture; they are 

                                        essential to our Anglican heritage; and there can be no unity without them.                                                                                                                                            
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  Anglican Episcopal Church Holds Convention

     The Bi-Annual AEC Convention 

was held 10 ï 12 September 2010 at 

St. Georgeôs Anglican Church in  

Ventura, California.   Coffee and 

breakfast rolls were hosted by Carole 

Martin.  The General Business Meeting 

was called to order by Bishop Pressey. 

Bishop Conner, the Presiding Bishop 

of the AEC, welcomed all the  

attendees. 

     The introduction of delegates  

followed:  St. Georgeôs Ventura -  Sara 

Back, Dee Luftenberg, Larry Martin, 

Steve Hurst;  All Saints Church,  

Pensacolað Rev. Tom Brooks, Rev. 

Hugh Hall, Mr. Bill White,  Eileen 

Webster, AEC Treasurer was  

represented by Mrs. Linda Krueger;  

St. Bedeôs Church,  Tucsonð Barbara 

Wiswall, Hank Williams,  and Mrs. 

Helen Thomas. 

     The Minutes were approved with changes from the floor.  Linda Krueger distributed and presented the Financial  

Report for approval. Rev. Dominic Taranto, St. Bedeôs, made a motion to budget $500.00 to proceed with the AEC  

website. The Financial Report and the Budget  for 2010 - 2011 FY were approved. 

     Bishop Conner discussed the State of the AEC,  the D.C. Conference on End of Life dealing with Euthanasia, a Right 

to Life Conference in New Mexico, and the ACNA in Bedford, Texas (Jake Wagner) on ñEpiscopal-Likeò issues dealing 

with Islam, Gays, and Women in the clergy. He stated that these are confused times in the continuing Anglican Church  

with Episcopals and Charismatics.  Rev. Henry Birkinbine reported on the progress of work in starting up the mission 

church of St. Lukeôs of the Desert in Apple Valley, Mojave Desert, California.  Mr. Stephen Cooper, an assistant  

Attorney General from Fairbanks, Alaska, discussed the activities of the Church of Our Redeemer in Fairbanks, Alaska. 

He noted that they were expelled from The Episcopal 

Church for defending the 1928 BCP.  Father Jake 

Wenger reported on the religious activities and min-

istry of St. Georgeôs in Colorado Springs, Colorado.  

Bishop Pressey made comments to potential or pend-

ing relationships with the Anglican Church, Ray 

Werden of  Gunterville, Alabama, Bishop Scofeld of 

the Diocese of San Joaquin in the Valley, Nevada, 

and Mr. Findley, a Cuban in Miami (who is Scottish 

Anglican) and a Navy Chaplin to the Marine Corps. 

     Members of the clergy gave parochial reports.  An 

election of the Standing Committee was then held.  

The results are the following:  Rt. Rev. Pressey  

without power of vote;  Eileen Webster, AEC  

Treasurer;  Lisa Evetts, AEC Secretary;  Rev.  

Birkinbine, St. Georges;  Betty Swanson, St. Bedeôs;  

Linda Krueger, All Saints;  and Rev. Hugh Hall, All 

Saints.   
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Our Anglican heritage  
     Long before the Roman armies invaded Britain, the  

ancient Celtic people had 

their own highly  

developed and effective, 

civilization. Their lives 

were governed by the natu-

ral course of events that 

they encountered, daily.   

     Their agricultural  

advances were so  

controlled by the  seasons, 

that they developed their 

own calendar.  Because of the location of the British Isles 

(those misty isles of Biblical reference), the four seasons 

were well noted.  The seasons were divided by the natural 

course of events, such as the spring and fall equinox, when 

the days and nights are of equal length, and the summer 

and winter solstices, when the summer day is at its longest 

and the winter day is at its shortest. 

     Half way between the fall equinox and the winter  

solstice, vegetation stopped growing.  Summer ended and 

fall began.  This day was named Samhain.  This was 

probably a derivative of the old Irish, ñSamfuinò, which 

came from ñsamò meaning summer and ñfuinò meaning 

sunset (or end.)  This was the time when the leaves fell 

from the trees, and the grasses and bushes turned brown, 

leaving the countryside lifeless.  It became synonymous 

with death and decay.  This was also the time of the year 

that beef and swine were slaughtered to preserve the meat 

during the winter.  Large fires were lit.  Mainly because 

light and heat were likenesses of life; and dark and cold 

were likenesses of death. [A side note here, that the bones 

of the animals were cast on to the fires, hence making 

ñbone-firesò, for our modern word, ñbonfire.] 

     When the Romans arrived, with their calendars and the 

Latin language, ñSamhainò became November.  The first 

day of November became the first day of winter.   The  

Romans also brought, with them, some of the ancient  

customs of the Mediterranean and the Middle East.  One of 

these customs was the honoring of the dead on the first day 

of winter.  This fit right in to the already established  

customs of the Celts.  It was also believed that the thin wall 

between summer and fall, and between life and death could 

be breached .  People would wear disguises so no one 

could tell from which side of the wall, you came!  By the 

time the Christian missionaries came on to the scene, it was hard 

to determine which custom came from where!   

The Convention report   (cont)  
     The creation of a Special Committee to review the 

ñAEC Constitution and Canonsò was formed with Rev. 

Brooks and Rev. Bylo as committee directors.  The  

following committees were formed:  A committee to  

review Support for Missions which will include finance, 

legal, and administrative resources;  a committee to  

standardize ñClergy Development and Acceptance in the 

AECò;  a committee to develop strategies and procedures 

for ñJurisdictional Outreachò.   

     Canon Walt Crites, All Saints in Prescott, Arizona, 

presented ñA Healing Ministryò in which he spoke on  

Absolution, Exorcism, Last Rites, and Healing Services.  

Rev. Birkinbine of St. Georgeôs spoke on the Wesleyan 

thought in Anglican context, Methodism, The Holy Spirit, 

The Cross and icons. Mr. Stephan Cooper, Anglican 

Church of the Redeemer, Fairbanks, Alaska, presented 

ñThe Elizabethan Settlementò, synthesis of the BCP and 

the 39 Articles, Latimer and Cramer burned at the stake 

for their beliefs, and that these beliefs are found in the 

order for Morning Prayer, BCP page 3, John 4.23.  Rev. 

Dominic Taranto, St. Bedeôs, presented ñWhy  

Anglicanism?ò or ñTell me what I want to I want to hearò. 

Fridayôs convention was dismissed to the Clock Tower 

Inn for free wine and cheese get-together. 

     Saturday events were excursions in Ventura during the 

morning followed by Holy Communion at 3 PM.   

Following communion, the Reverend Hall presented ñThe 

Significance of the Articles of Religion, a Reminderò.   

At 6 PM a fellowship meal took place at the Wedgewood 

Country Club which included live bagpipe music.  Sunday 

morning convention events were Holy Communion  

Service and sermon by Bishop Conner followed by a  

Fellowship Luncheon and dismissal. 

 

Our Anglican heritage   (cont)  
     The Roman church had long honored the dead of the church 

who had died in Christ..    The ñsaintsò were usually commemo-

rated on the anniversary of the date of their  

martyrdom.  By the eighth century there were more martyrs 

than there were days in the year, in the year, 835,  November 1st  

supplanted the older custom, and became known as All Saints 

Day.  All those who have died ñin Christò are now Hallowed 

and should be remembered on All Saints, ñAll Hallowôsò Day. 

     Some of the ancient customs still prevail.  You will see, on 

the Eve of All Saints, on ñAll Hallowôs Eveò, people wearing 

disguises, to confuse those from either side of the ñwall.ò 

     I hope you all had a very safe and happy ñHalloweôenò

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   my thoughts about the convention  
    
     As Father Hall said:  ñThe Convention was one of the best he has ever  attended in the Continuing 
Church.ò  There was enough to do, to see and we had a good time.  I took a bit of time off and had 

the great pleasure to performing a wedding for a young man I have known for almost 15 years.  It 

was a  wedding in the park and was also very traditional in the sense that we used the 1928 Book of  

Common Prayer.  I left with a sense that perhaps we may have brought a new person to the Anglican 

Way.  They may very well be looking for a church home and I hope they find it at St. Georgeôs.   

     Bishop Pressey, the Rector at St. Georgeôs, and the host of the Convention, spoke briefly,  

expressing his hopes for the AEC.  He also brought up several committees that we will be putting  

together and the vital work they will do.  I was assigned the task of Reviewing our Cannons and  

Constitution with an eye toward correcting some items in both.  I will be working with Fr. John Bylo 

in Ventura, and Ms. Betty Swanson in Tucson, on the project.  There are several other  

committees vital to the increasing strength and health of the AEC.  Fr. Dominic Taranto, the Rector at St. Bedeôs, will 

lead a committee on the standardization of training and fielding clergy.  

We had reports form the Rectors or their representatives on the state of each parish.  In my turn I was called to  

report on All Saints Church and its various activities.  As with most of the Continuing Churches, we are small in 

numbers but very large in Spirit.  I reported on our youth group, our Sunday services, our out-reach program, our food 

pantry, our work with the folks over at the Florida Health Center, and in particular about the way the people of All 

Saints make it all work.  And believe me it is indeed ñyouò and ñyourò great spirit that make all of it work.   

I told the Convention about the Suppers St. Margaretôs provide and our Fifth Sunday Out-Reach programs that  

presently centers on the old prayer book services.  I was especially proud of all of you when I told the Convention that 

we had added 18 new people to the Parish rolls last year and would add several more this year.  You might also be  

interested to learn that ours is the fastest growing parish in the AEC.  Sadly, we also had the duty to report the loss of 6  

persons for a net gain of 12 new members of the Body of Christ at All Saints. 

     We reported to the Convention that our web presence was being expanded with the addition of the 1552 BCP ser-

vice which we had recorded and put on the Web, with a link to our web site.  We also spoke about our Parish Newslet-

ter, The Acorn, and so many wonderful happenings at All Saints.   

     St. Bedeôs Rector, Fr. Dominic Taranto also spoke about his parish and the fact that he is also adding new people.  

In just a few weeks Fr. Tarantoôs wife, Joy, will have a baby!  When the time comes we will be offering great thanks 

for the arrival of a new Christian soul at St. Bedeôs.  Fr. Taranto spoke about St. Bedeôs Out-Reach program and the 

state of the Church in Tucson.  He also spoke about Why Anglican ?  and did a very good job.  Fr. Taranto was  

installed as Rector of St. Bedeôs on 10th January 2010.  While St. Bedeôs youth group is not as large as our own it is still 

a very vibrant part of the Church and is growing under Fr. Dominicôs pupilage. 

 Other Speakers included a gentleman from Church of the Redeemer in Fairbanks, Alaska, who spoke about the 

state of his church and also about the continuing church movement.  He was a very well respected member of his 

church and a man with a good deal of knowledge.  Fr. Walter Crites was also present as an observer and he presented  

information about his Church.   Fr. Hall Presented his report on the 39 Articles and Bishop Conner preached a sermon 

in memorial to the Victims of 9/11. Fr. Phil Turnahan celebrated Holy Communion.  With the Close of the Convention, 

some people departed Ventura, but most stayed for the Banquet.  St. Georgeôs provided a wonderful meal at the  

Wedgewood Inn on the Golf Course (by no means the only golf course in the area).  The Organist from St. Georgeôs, a 

very talented young lady, played piano during the meal.  After the meal a Bag-Piper played a number of tunes and 

it was a grand time indeed!  All-in-all, I felt the banquet was quite an experience and one to challenge future  

conventions.  I sat with some old friends and renewed old acquaintances. 
 This convention provided us an opportunity to develop the cooperation we all need for a successful  

jurisdiction and regardless of any other factors stemming from the convention ï and there are many ï it was a  

complete success.  The next Convention will be held at St. Bedeôs in Tucson, Arizona in 2012.  We will be  

working with that Convention in mind when we make budgetary plan for the next two years.  Also we will most 

likely be hosting the Convention in 2014 and ­­­perhaps we might wish to start thinking and planning early. 
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All Saints Celebrates Harvest Festival      

     All Saints Parish celebrated the second annual Harvest Festival last Sunday, September 26, 2010.  The  

festival is one of the three Annual Festivals mentioned in the Bible called the "Feast of Ingathering"  

(Exodus 26:16).   The feast has been called Harvest Home or Harvest Festival which is held at the end of the 

year or in the Fall when the crops of the field are gathered.  It reminds us that we owe all that we have in this 

world to God.  Members of the youth group brought each of the five offerings to the altar:  soil and water, 

bread and grain, wine and oil, fruits and vegetables, and milk and eggs. Each of the five offerings were  

received by Reverend Thomas Brooks and offered to the Lord after 

which our lay reader, Bill Broach, read the lessons from the Bible.
