Dear Members and Friends of All Saints Parish,

Evangelicals are also looking for an exit and eyeing the continuing church.  

The Archbishop of Canterbury and the Archbishop of York joined forces to 

offer a compromise to the Women Bishops but were soundly voted down, 

and according to some sources the authority of the Archbishops is in peril.  

We are watching the situation and if there is an interest in doing so Fr. Hall 

and I will have a general briefing on the situation in the early fall.  Stay 

tuned for more in the near future. 

 We are looking forward to our celebration of Harvest Festival at the 

end of September.  Ann Medbery and I found a program for Harvest Home 

that is a traditional English celebration and we will be celebrating Harvest 

Festival with our 10:30 Morning Prayer service on September 26.  I am 

looking forward to the Harvest Festival and the Covered Dish Dinner that 

will follow.  Hope you will take full advantage of that and come for Harvest 

Festival celebration and a great meal after the service. 

     On October 29, 2010, we will have our Fifth Sunday Celebration with a 

brunch after the service.  This year we will celebrate Holy Communion 

from the 1559 Book of Common Prayer.  If you know of any one you  

believe might wish to come to our Fifth Sunday to hear the service from the 

1559 Book of Common Prayer please let either Fr.

A few months back, we 

discussed the  

relationship of our 

Country to its relation-

ship with the Church.   

     We find that English 

history, American his-

tory and Church history 

are all intertwined. Nowhere do we find this more  

noticeable than with the first written statement of  

democratic process, the cornerstone of liberty, the 

Magna Carta. 

       Soon after King Richard the Lionhearted returned 

from the crusades, he declared war on France.  He was 

killed in battle in France in 1199, leaving King John 

as heir to the throne.  King John has gone down in  

history as the worst of rulers.  He was weak minded, a 

terrible tactician, and a bad judge of character.  He not 

only lost Englandôs overseas possessions, but even, in 

his desperate need for money and protection, sold the 

country, itself, to the Pope!   

     In 1205 he entered into a dispute with the Pope 

over the right to appoint the Archbishop of  

Canterbury.  The Pope answered with an interdiction 

against England, forbidding all church services.  After 

King John launched an abortive invasion of  France in 

1212, the Pope excommunicated him.  In order to gain 

the Popeôs favor, and to regain some of the wealth he 

had lost backing losing wars, he sold his kingdom to 

the Church as a Papal Fief!   He then began support-

ing his treasury by taxing the noblemen on their in-

come.  Yes, HE was the one who instituted income 

tax!  

     By 1215, the nobility had enough of the disasters 

of his rule that kept raining down on them, and  

rebelled.  The result was a document which, though it 

failed to secure peace, has become one of the ultimate 

symbols of modern liberty.   On June 19, 1215, at 

Runnymede in Surrey, the barons forced King John to 

sign the ñGreat Charter.ò

Almost as soon as it had been agreed, the original 

Magna Carta was repealed, with John getting his new 

feudal overlord, Pope Innocent III to declare it both 

ñshameful and demeaning...forced upon the King by 

violence and fearò, and absolved him from any  

obligation to adhere to its clauses.  It wasnôt until the 

reign of King Henry III in 1225, that it was  

reinstated.  It wasnôt until, over 300 years later that 

King Henry VIII declared England free from Papal 

dominance.  That is the equivalent to the entire age of 

our Country!

Dear Members and Friends of All Saints, 

      The Prayer Books of 1549 and 1552 were the only prayer books the early English  

Reformers ever saw.  Both of these prayer books were published during the reign of  

King Edward VI.  Under Queen Mary, the leaders of the Reformation were executed. 

        The earliest prayer book, the Prayer Book of 1549, leaned in a catholic direction.   

In the ñLordes Supperò, at the distribution of the bread, the ñcatholic sentenceò was used.  As it was printed 

in the early English, ñThe body of our Lorde Jesus Christe whiche was geven for thee, preserve thy 

bodye and soule unto everlasting lyfeò.  The second prayer book, just three years later, had moved in a 

more protestant direction.  The Ten Commandments were added to the beginning of the service, and the  

Gloria in excelsis was moved to the end of the service, as it is today.  And at the distribution of the bread, the 

ñcatholic sentenceò was omitted; and the ñprotestant sentenceò was inserted instead: Take and eate this, in 

remembraunce that Christ dyed for thee, and feede on him in thy hearte by faythe, with thankes-

gevingò.  In these changes, however, the heart of the service remained the same, as it has remained in every 

prayer book, down to the Prayer Book of 1928.  In the Prayer of Consecration we read: 

 ñ...of thy tender mercie diddest geve thine only sonne Jesu Christ to suffre death upon the 

crosse for our redempcion, who made there (by his one oblacion once offered) a full, per-

fect, and sufficient sacrifyce, oblacion, and satysfaceyon, for the sinnes of the whole 

worlde....ò 

The heart of the Lordôs Supper is our Lordôs offering of Himself on the cross for the sins of the whole world.  

This one offering of Himself is affirmed again and again in the New Testament. Thus the Reformers were not 

stating a new doctrine.  They were reaffirming Scripture and the faith and practice of the Apostolic Church, 

before foreign ideas and superstitions corrupted the Church in the Middle Ages.  In England, the goal was not 

to form a new Church, but to reform the Church which had been there since earliest times. 

        And for these prayer books ï and for their faithfulness to Scripture and to their Lord ï these Reformers 

paid a great price.  In the five years or so that ñBloody Maryò was on the throne, some 300 martyrs went to 

their death, most of them being burned to death at the stake.  Not only were Bishops Latimer, Ridley , and 

Hooper, and the next year Archbishop Cranmer, executed.  The English martyrs included clergy and laity, 

men and women, young and old, from all walks of life, who proved once again that the blood of the martyrs 

is the seed of the Church! 

        The Prayer Book that we value so much was purchased at great price, and it can be maintained only at 

great price.  In our time this Prayer Book of 1928 is under attack by those who advocate a new prayer book 

that makes it possible to omit entirely any reference to Christôs one oblation of Himself and to celebrate Holy 

Communion without a prayer of confession or kneeling at any point!   

                                However, we at All Saints and in the Anglican Episcopal Church have refused to go                    

                                Along with these changes.  In a sense, every generation must reaffirm the Reformation  

                                for itself.   As someone has said, each generation must be renewed by the Spirit of God  

                                 and reformed by the Word of God.

     Ruth Skaggs has a Bachelor of Music from Drake University with a major in Church Music.  After 

some years as a church musician and Piano teacher she felt called to use music in a more healing capacity.  

She earned a graduate degree in psychology at the University of West Georgia, became a licensed  

professional counselor, then studied an additional two years learning how to use music in psychotherapy.  

After 21 years in private practice in Atlanta, Ga. , she moved to Daphne, Alabama. 

     Ruth has written two books, Finishing Strong:  Treating Chemical Addictions With Music and Imagery 

and Music: Keynote of the Human Spirit.  Kate T. Donohue, Ph.D. REAT core faculty member at the  

California Institute of Integral Studiesô Expressive Arts Therapy Program in San Francisco said in a  

review of her book, Music:Keynote of the Human Spirit, ñRuth Skaggs has a profound love affair with  

music and shares this in her book. She feels that integrating music not only in therapy, but in education, 

medicine, and drug treatment, could help us with the ñglobal changes we need for our survivalò (p.159). 

With this short yet meaty book, she had made a very good case for the importance of music in our lives as 

well as providing us with rich clinical information and research. After reading her book, it is easy to under-

stand why music is Ruth Skaggsô ñBelovedò.ò    

     Ms. Skaggs has led workshops nationally and internationally, the most recent being a weekend retreat 

for women, Deepening Spirituality Through Music and Expressive Arts.  Ruth Skaggs gave four lectures at 

Foley Public Library last Fall, and this workshop can act as a prelude to lectures that she will give later in 

Fairhope, AL.  She is eager to share listings of music pieces that she has found to be ñvery helpful in  

reaching the deep, still inner silence.ò
